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Section 1: The Secret Of Successful Minisite Creation

Preparation Is Everything

You’re here because you’d like to nail down those elusive mini sites everyone keeps telling you to “just create.”  And rather than start out with a whole pile of stuff you don’t want to know about me, or subject you to yet another spiel about why you need a mini site when you’re already 90% convinced you do, I’m going to get right down to business.

This is how you do it.

Scenario #1 

Decide on a niche. Do a bit of keyword research.  Check out some comments on your favorite forums.  Have a look at 3 or 4 of your potential competitors’ sites. Hire a really expensive graphic designer. Pay through the nose for an expensive mini site building package. Spend more than you can safely budget on hiring a copywriter.  Invest in a top Autoresponder and a fancy Shopping Cart Payment Processor.  Realize you’re missing all sorts of pieces and you can’t figure out your Autoresponder or Shopping Cart, and then mortgage your house to hire a professional to put it all together for you, in a big panic rush.

Your new mini site looks spectacular.  Why, it could knock the socks off Jimmy D. Brown himself!

And that’s it.  You’ve got a winner, right?

Wrong.

What you’ve most likely ended up with is a gorgeous-looking package of hot air.  After the first few sales you worked your brain to the bone to rope in, the trickle has dripped to a stop.  

And your mini site is stagnating.

Scenario #2

Decide on a niche. Do a bit of keyword research.  Check out some comments on your favorite forums.  Have a look at 3 or 4 of your potential competitors’ sites.  Cleverly buy a nice-looking but inexpensive template, which includes appropriate graphics like bullets and Johnson boxes.  Cleverly do the header graphic yourself in Adobe Photoshop.  Decide the header graphic sucks, and cleverly do away with it altogether. (That looks better!) 

Write your own copy (You’ve seen enough of those little suckahs – sales letters, that is – to figure out how.)
Invest in a free Autoresponder. Set up a download page, and use PayPal as your payment processor (hey, they do process credit cards!)

Your new mini site won’t win design awards – but hey, you’ve seen top marketers whose mini sites don’t look so good!

You sit back and wait for the sales to pour in.

Trickle.  Splut.  

Silence.

Your mini site is stagnating.  

Scenario #3

Decide on a niche. Do a bit of keyword research.  Check out some comments on your favorite forums.  Have a look at 3 or 4 of your potential competitors’ sites.  Wildly, you combine the rest of the first two methods.  You come up with something far more experienced, sadder, wiser and punchier than both of the first 2 put together.  (It even contains great information!)
You’re sure this is the one!

Trickle.  Splut.  

Silence.

Your mini site is stagnating.  

Why?  


Well, before you rip my head off in total irritation, let me get around to finally telling you.

It wasn’t anything to do with any of the methods you used – all of them will work – or not.

Your mini site turned flat as old ginger ale because you forgot two most important ingredients – right up front!
Boring But True…

No matter how you set up your mini site, if you weren’t happy with the sales that came in, chances are your brainstorming thought process went like this:

“I’m not really sure what to do, so maybe I’ll just try making a mini site, and see how it does. After all, I can just learn on it.”

If that’s true, don’t smack yourself on the head:  It’s only what thousands of new internet marketers timidly do every day.

And it doesn’t work – except as an interesting exercise in coding, copywriting and graphic design (with a little niche research thrown in).  Why? Because it’s thinking small, in a fragmented way.  It’s the difference between putting the tomatoes on the hamburger patty day after day, and owning the hamburger chain.
Here’s what top marketers always do (we hope!)…

Step # 1

Before you do anything else, you need to sit down in a quiet place and ask yourself the following questions…

	· What is my overall business plan?

· Where do I want to be, a year from now?  Two years from now?  Five?

· What are my goals: personal, financial and career?

· What niche am I going to focus on, and what problems can I solve for them that no one else has, so far?

· Am I going to market in multi-niches, or is there one overriding passion I want to focus my efforts towards?

· What makes time fly by, when I’m working, so that it doesn’t even feel like work?

· What’s my motivation, for creating this site?  What’s my goal for this particular mini site?




You may already know the answer to some of these questions. If not, please make the time to ask yourself, and really think about each answer before you rush off to create that mini site.
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Really question your motives and goals.  Don’t make assumptions. Keep an open mind.  Listen for that little rush of excitement in your gut that tells you you’re in the “zone”.

Done that?  Good!  Now you’re ready to make your Business Plan…

“But I Just Need To Make
Some Quick Bucks…”

If that’s you, don’t worry.  Learning how to start out the right way with mini sites will not only help you to make those quick bucks, but will set you well on the way to become solidly successful for life, with real, genuine “autopilot riches” – oh, not the $213,940.41-by-next-week sort – just the “Hey!  I’m way more successful than I thought I ever could be, this soon – and whoa! Look at that money in my bank account. And it’s climbing!  WoooHOOO!” sort.
How will it help you to get there (even when you think you’ll never have the confidence?)

By giving you the confidence, of course.  And it will be well-earned confidence, through knowing what you’re doing, and acting with foresight – and skill.  

Let’s say somebody gives you a violin.  You scrape the bow across the strings, and it sounds like cats and dogs being disemboweled in hot oil.  How would you feel?  
Actually, you can feel yourself shrinking, wincing and shriveling just at the thought, right?

Now let’s say (assuming you’re not some Mozart, able to pick up the violin and dash off a concerto – which, come to think of it, is often the sort of thing we expect of ourselves as internet marketers)… Let’s say you invest in lessons with a violin teacher, and you’re lucky enough to get one who loves the violin, loves teaching and loves people.  Enthusiastically, she shows you the right things to do.  How to resin the bow. How to set it at the proper tension so that it doesn’t squeak.  The easy way to tune that delicate E-string. The little trick of not being tentative when you draw the bow across the strings.  How to read music.

At first your tentative attempts to play sound truly atrocious, and there are times you don’t think you’ll ever be able to sight-read like a pro. You think of giving up – but something – a combination of your determination, vision, and having the right tools (your violin and teacher!) – keeps you going.

One day, you realize you’re able to play the tunes you once dreamed about. And you sound pretty darned good.  

Perhaps people even pay to come see you!  (If you’re really brilliant, you get a job in an orchestra – But notice, you didn’t start out in that orchestra!)

Okay. So perhaps playing the violin is not something you can relate to. If so, my news gets even better.
Internet marketing is not like playing the violin.  It’s way, way easier! (And I’ve done both!)

Internet marketing is more like playing the harp. (And I’ve done both!)

Have you ever had the chance to run your fingers across the strings of any sort of harp?  If so, you’ll know it’s not at all like the violin.  No dying cat sounds, no wince-making screeches and scrapes – just a gentle ripple of harmonious notes.  In fact, to the untrained ear, you can sound like you (a total newbie) actually know what you’re doing.  (But ultimately, of course, if you loved your introduction to the harp, you’d end up doing exactly the same as our violin player, and learning to play!)

And that brings me to my Big Point:  Internet marketing is just something you have to learn and practice.

It doesn’t get any simpler than that.
